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Bacterial Conjunctivitis
SYMPTOMS:

Yellow or greenish discharge from the eye noted. 

Eyelids stuck together with yellowish or greenish discharge.

            (especially with morning wakeup)
Whites of the eyes may or may not exhibit redness or pinkness.

TREATMENT

Remove dried and/or liquid discharge from the eye with warm water and cotton balls.  

Administer medication as prescribed per physician.

Exclusion from school and/or daycare until prescription treatment has begun or physician’s release is given.

Viral Conjunctivitis

SYMPTOMS:

Watery discharge with redness to the white part of the eye noted.

No yellow or green discharge or matting of the eye exhibited.

TREATMENT

Cleanse eyes with warm water and cotton balls every 1 to 2 hours.

          (May help in keeping bacterial infection from occurring).

Contact Primary Care Physician if symptoms persist and/or if symptoms of bacterial

Conjunctivitis occurs.
